I would like to bring to the community’s attention some important information and updates to policies and procedures 
by both the school and Department of Education.  It relates to our local Statement of School Values and Philosophy and 
DET’s Respectful Behaviours within the School Community Policy.  Both of these policies can be found on the school’s 
website (https://www.moolapps.vic.edu.au/page/42/Policies ).  Our Statement of Values and Philosophy outlines 
behavioural expectations for all members of the school community that are aligned to our school values.  The policy was 
reviewed at School Council during 2024 when we were preparing for our school review.  From time to time (and 
thankfully, rarely), parents and carers raise concerns with the school about behaviours that they notice or are 
concerned about in relation to parents, family members or other community members.  DET’s Respectful Behaviours 
within the School Community policy outlines the different ways that schools, parents and community members can 
work positively together. Respectful behaviour is a shared responsibility of all members of the school community.  From 
the policy: 

Parents/carers can create a positive environment for learning and work by: 

• modelling positive behaviour to their child/children and to the school community 
• communicating politely and respectfully with all members of the school community 
• working with the school to achieve the best outcomes for their child/children 
• communicating constructively with the school 
• making use of the expected processes and protocols when raising concerns 
• following the school's processes for communication with staff and making complaints 
• treating all school staff, students, and other 

members of the school community with 
respect. 

By treating everyone with respect, parents/carers 
and schools can make sure students feel supported 
and cared for. 
 
The school follows its Complaints Policy (reviewed at School 
Council this week) when formal concerns are raised.  This policy 
is also available on the school’s website.  It is important to 
mention that the school will always work to maintain privacy of 
all members of the community.
